MR. DREW: My name is Bill Drew. I'm the
chairman of the committee. We have a young lady
here that will take down your comments, and that
will become part of our permanent record. So if
you wish to address this issue, if you would state
your name and address clearly, and then tell us
what you'd like to say.

MR. YUNKER: And maybe, Bill, we could
just introduce the members of the commission staff
and the commissioners here?

MR. DREW: Oh, yeah.

MR. YUNKER: My name's Ken Yunker. I'm
on the staff. 1I'm the executive director.

MS. ANDERSON: Nancy Anderson. I'm the
chief community assistance planner, working
primarily on the housing plan.

MR. MCKAY: Ben McKay. 1I'm one of the
planners working on the housing plan.

MR. SCHMIDT: 1I'm Dan Schmidt from
Washington County on the commission.

MR. STROIK: I'm Dave Stroik, also from
Washington County, chairman of the commission. So
I'm glad that we have some members of the public.

It's great. We don't want to force you to talk,

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but feel free.

MR. DELGADO: 1I'm Jose Delgado, a member
of the commission from Waukesha.

MR. SPEED: I'm Lamar Speed from Enjoi
Properties. I was wondering, do you work with SBA?
Is there something where you can plan something
where, if a person's an entrepreneur and they're 1in
SBA or something, maybe there's some type of
incentive where they can do things in the city of
Milwaukee where they would get funding if they
wanted to start their company -- if they would be
interested in starting a company in the city of
Milwaukee, along with the housing, where a person
can still work 1in Milwaukee as well as live in
affordable housing. I'm just asking a question,
but I'm also making a suggestion as well.

MR. YUNKER: You're saying a developer,
if they wanted to provide affordable housing,
that --

MR. SPEED: Like, if you got an
entrepreneur that maybe have an idea or have a
business they want to start, maybe there's
something where the city of Milwaukee can promote
them or work with SBA to help them provide funding

to start their business in Milwaukee, other than

maybe take it somewhere else, where it can provide
some employment. And maybe working with the
community -- working also where people need a place
to stay, you know, in some affordable housing, they
can also stay there.

Just try to, you know, try to help
promote bringing, not only businesses outside of
the region, but also within it as well. Because I
notice that, 1like, on the map, it had, Tlike, some
of the new businesses were in purple dots, but I
don't see any in Milwaukee. So I'm, 1like, okay,
what 1is being -- and I brought this question to Tom
Barrett, as far as what is Milwaukee -doing, because
I lTook at -- I got some subscriptions from Inc.
Magazine, and I see Arkansas, I see Utah, I see
Pittsburgh, they're promoting their cities, and
it's, 1ike, what are we doing to promote our city
to bring businesses -- to bring the interest into
-- to bring businesses in the city?

MR. YUNKER: If I am hearing you, there
needs to be incentives in some way to locate jobs
in the city of Milwaukee from your identification,
saying, "Look at the disconnect between jobs and
population.”

MR. SPEED: Right.

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MR. YUNKER: And there needs to be
incentives to locate -- increased incentives to
locate those jobs 1in the central city.

MR. SPEED: Yes.

MR. YUNKER: Okay.

MR. SPEED: Because I just see the --
where, even though it's, 1like, for transportation
to go to other places, that could be an 1issue as
far as you have a driver's license, No. 1, that's
the biggest, and then if there's any police
harassment, sometimes that happens; so that may
turn a person off or discourage a person to try to
get employment outside of Milwaukee. -

MR. DREW: I don't think that we have had
any contact with SBA 1in the course of this, but we
have with WEDA, and we'll take that, you know, into
consideration, make some contact with them as we go
on with this.

MR. STROIK: Just a thought about -- and
you probably know more about this than I do, but
SBA will support any conventional Toan from any
bank. And so what's provocative about your thought
is that I think the housing study, if you're
looking for a loan either for a business or a

housing development, one of the questions that a

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banker will have is, "What's the need?" And I
think the housing study will start to answer that
question.

In other words, if you want to start a
business, but you're worried about finding
available workers, you could use the housing study
to, generally, locate the business. Conversely, if
you were looking for housing that's near workplaces
and you want to develop housing, you would look for
those places that were deficient in housing, and
that would be a key stepping-stone.

When you go to your bank, who would help
you apply for the SBA supportive loan, they would
use this data to help give you a demographic basis
for starting your business. So I think it's a
great way to kick off the preliminary location
analysis of either the business or the housing.

MR. SPEED: And not only maybe SBA, but
you have a few ventures, 1ike, some of these, what
they call "Venture Capitalist" or "Angel Fund,"
some of these companies that are getting started, 1
mean, basically, every day, and these guys are
starting businesses, and there's one company here
in Milwaukee, it's over on the east side, that

helps promote guys or people who want to start

their own company, and they give them the "C"
capital to get going. And that would be, maybe, an
incentive. I will get that information, as far as
what company that was. I can't remember it right
now.

But if they have something where they can
be promoted, where maybe they'l11l give some funding
to get their company -- to get the company built,
maybe get their commercial part done, and then also
it's, 1like, okay, we can help you with that, but
you would -- it would have to be in Milwaukee, or
your business would have to be in the city of
Milwaukee. And also, as far as with the housing
part of it, they can probably even be a partner
into that housing development as well. So they can
be also providing jobs as well as some of the
housing.

MS. RUBIN: I'm Sandy Rubin, and you were
-- one of the -- in the beginning, talking about
the, you know, one of the purposes and the goals is
promoting intergovernmental cooperation, and
certainly, what you were saying with the board,

itself, you have representatives, but -- and I

personally believe, if we're really going to talk

about promotion of affordable housing, the only way

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to do it is through a regional approach. We can no
longer -- we're not just 1ittle communities within

the region. We have extended our boundaries for a

Tong time.

And I guess, what do you all anticipate
and look at there being made through adoption by
the local governments toward a regional approach,
toward promoting and encouraging affordable
housing, or do we know that yet?

MR. YUNKER: Well, I think that truly is
the goal, and there will be recommendations that
would attempt to identify, really, the share that's
-~ and actions that need to be taken by each local
unit of government. But we are an advisory agency.
We will attempt to identify what needs to happen 1in
each local unit of government, and at the state
Tevel, what changes in state law may be required.

Some of the discussion on the advisory
committee is trying to encourage staff and the
advisory committee both to consider what incentives
maybe could be put in place, or what requirements
could be put in place to try and accomplish
providing more affordable housing and providing
that throughout the region. So we'll look at that.

And I think the other comment made too,

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is when you look at that imbalance of housing and
jobs, you know, in one sense you could say, "Let's
move more of certain types of housing towards those
jobs." The other could be, "What about trying

to" -- "what actions to move jobs closer to the
housing?" You know, and then transit, as well, is
connected too. So it's really a whole series of
recommendations. But indeed, that's the goal.
It's each -- you've got 7 different counties, 146
different municipalities, but they need to try and
consider these things together.

MS. RUBIN: I guess I'm thinking in terms
of some incentives, and certainly two of the, like,
in the metropolitan counties, or metro Milwaukee
counties, two of them, the whole counties are
covered by community development block grants, and
they're required, you know, basically, to be --
because they take -- they have federal dollars
they're required to sort of use on their own, they
-- covering their communities, sort of what you're
doing in terms of affordable housing and doing \
these studies and analysis.

So in some sense, you know, they have
certain incentives that they're supposed to be

doing to this region meeting, a broader plan, but

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-- and some of the more -- 1ike, Washington and
Ozaukee counties, which, the counties themselves
don't receive community development funds. I mean,
they participate with Waukesha in their home
program, but they don't have some of the same ties,
so I guess maybe one incentive to get some of those
type of communities to participate would be helpful
to know, you know, what we could do to get them to
participate because they're not as covered.

MR. DREW: One of the things that we
discussed today, and it was kind of an open
discussion of what the next step is, and our
meetings in January, you know, and-eariy next year
will be addressing, I think, what you're suggesting
here. I think that from the comments today that
there's an understanding, or at least a partial
understanding, that there needs to be a regional
approach to -- this is certainly a regional
problem.

MS. RUBIN: Yes.

MR. DREW: And that's the end result.

Our recommendations have to address that, you know,
as a regional problem.

MR. SPEED: So what you have now, has any

of it -- has it been presented to some, 1like, other

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counties? Where she's talking about more the outer
areas.

MR. DREW: There are representatives of
all the counties on our committee, and up to this
point, basically, we have been gathering
information, and what you see out there on the maps
is what exists, and the overlays, and what the
transportation is or the problems, and things like
that. The next part of this, then, will be to
develop some recommendations, and then all of this
is presented to the commission first, and then to
the counties for, you know, for their approval of
this.

MR. YUNKER: And typically, I'd say you'd
see our -- and you can sign up to get copies of our
newsletter, future copies, that will be mailed to
you, if you're not on that mailing 1list. And
typically, what you'd see are more people attending
the meetings where we're presenting preliminary
recommendations, where there are people who might
strongly support some recommendations or people who
would be opposed to some recommendations.

Now, we do hold public meetings in each
county, as we kind of go kind when we -- and we

had -- I think this is the third in the series of

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meetings. We had one where we -- or no, second?

MS. ANDERSON: This is the fifth.

MR. YUNKER: No, but I mean when we had
the series.

NANCY: Oh, yeah, the series. This is
only the second.

MR. YUNKER: We had one where we talked
about early on saying, "This is the scope of effort
we're going to be doing. These are the kinds of
analyses we're going to be doing. This is the
advisory committee that will be guiding it." So
it's trying to get information from people on what
Kind of other analyses do you think-we should be
doing.

Typically, those meetings aren't very
well attended. And then we have another series now
where we will be sharing the results of, "Here is
all the inventory data we gathered. Here's the
analyses we did." You know, and including some --
looking at what problem do we have with having
housing that's affordable to the population of the
region. What are the problems with -- do we have
an adequate supply of subsidized housing for people
who don't have the income, won't have the income to

afford a market-rate house? What are the problems

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with the balance of where jobs are and where
housing is with what the jobs pay?

So we're looking at those, and so we're
sharing the findings of those analyses. And those
meetings, Tike tonight, generally, aren't too well
attended either. It varies. Where we get the most
attendance is when we come out with the next series
of meetings, which would be, "Here's our
preliminary recommendations." In particular, for
people who don't 1ike the recommendations, and then
we got a lot of discussion.

So I mean, we really appreciate the fact
that you're here and we're able to -have a
discussion with you and hear what your thoughts are
and your suggestions. But stay tuned for that next
meeting, okay? We hope to see you at that meeting.

MR. DREW: I'm going to say, if there's
nothing else, we will adjourn.
